Camper Code of Conduct
· All campers are expected to obey the directors and counselors. They are to listen to all directions given and follow them. 
· Campers are to obey the rules of the waterfront. There will be no children allowed on the waterfront without supervision by staff.

· All campers must respect camp property. This means that camp supplies will stay at camp. All equipment will be treated carefully and put away at the end of the day. This includes kayaks, canoes, sailboats, oars, paddles, lifejackets, playground balls, tents, etc.
· Privacy at the changing rooms and toilets will be respected by all campers.
· Appropriate language will be used at camp. This includes no swearing!
· All children will treat each other with respect and kindness. No name-calling, teasing or harassment will be tolerated.
· No knives, guns, or weapons of any sort will be allowed at camp. No matches, lighters or explosives will be allowed.
· No cigarettes, illegal drugs, drug paraphernalia, alcohol, or any harmful substances are allowed.

Nichols Adventure Camp Description

This exciting program is for boys and girls ages 11 to 14. 

Activities will begin and end each day at our Nichols Day Camps campsite. A maximum of 15 campers are allowed in each session, supervised by a director and an assistant director.

· The emphasis will be on learning to paddle a kayak with adventures around beautiful Walker Pond.

· We will also teach the campers about monitoring the water quality of Walker Pond, with some help from our environmentalist friends. 

· The campers will learn an appreciation of the flora and fauna of the area. 

· Campers will also receive Red Cross certified swim instruction.  

· We will provide an introduction to Orienteering skills, using maps and compasses. 

· Campers will learn to build shelters and trails.

· Part of the camper day will be spent integrated with the Scamp Camp and Nichols Day Camp campers as part of leadership development training with an optional counselor in training program.

· The entire program will be challenging, educational, skill-based and teamwork-oriented, but mostly it will be SAFE and FUN!

For the fourth year, we have hired Gavan Sharp, an Aussie from down under who is especially knowledgeable about kayaking on Walker Pond.
