*In-state rates apply to campers whose parents or legal guardians are year-round residents, registered or qualified to vote in the state of Maine.

FINANCIAL AID AVAILABLE
It is our goal to be able to provide financial assistance to those local families who qualify.   Thanks to the generosity of local businesses and individuals, we are able to offer "camperships" to those in need. 

To apply for a campership, you must fill out an additional application and include Pages 1 and 2 of your 2009 IRS Tax return, which will be reviewed anonymously by a Nichols Day Camps Campership committee. If no tax return, we need proof of other income.  All applications are considered completely confidential.  Call 359-2122 for a “campership” application or check at your child’s school office. The deadline for campership applications to be submitted is June 5, 2010.  You must ALSO submit a camper enrollment application, including the medical form, to reserve a spot for your child.

TRANSPORTATION FEES

Transportation to and from camp is available for both Scamp Camp and Nichols Day Camp campers.

Fee for one week is $25
Fee for two weeks is $50

Fee for three weeks is $75
We have two designated stops: Penobscot Elementary School and Blue Hill Consolidated School
· It is very important that the campers arrive at the bus stop on time and that a parent or guardian is waiting at the bus stop in the morning and afternoon. We will not leave a child unattended.  Counselors ride the bus for supervision. The list of times and schedules and bus policies will be in your camper's acceptance letter.

· Please make your decision about the bus use no later than 3 days before each session begins.
· Code of Conduct applies to Transportation as well as facilities. Please read bus policies with your child.
REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS

Mail the registration form with your payment in full. If you cannot send the full tuition, you may hold a spot for your child with a $30 deposit, which goes toward tuition.

Checks, Money Orders, Master Card and Visa are accepted. Please do not send cash in the mail.

· CAMP TUITION MUST BE PAID IN FULL before your child's camp session begins or your child will not be allowed to attend camp.

· Applications are considered on a first come/first served basis. 

THE MEDICAL FORM MUST BE COMPLETED AND MAILED WITH THE APPLICATION!

· If the medical form is missing from the application, please call 359-2122 for another one!

· Filling out the medical form gives us emergency numbers and gives us permission to have your child treated by a health care facility in the event of an emergency.  It also gives parents a place to tell us if their child has any special needs or requirements that will help us to provide the best possible camp experience for each child. 

· It is not required for a child to have medical insurance in order to attend camp. 

DISCIPLINE POLICY ~ The camp reserves the right to dismiss any camper whose behavior is deemed inappropriate and/or detrimental to the welfare of others, himself /herself or the camp, without refund.

Nichols Day Camp and Scamp Camp have a Camper Code of Conduct. Please read these rules with your child. Both the child and a parent or guardian need to sign the Code of Conduct and return it with your application.
Directions to camp: 
From Blue Hill, take Route 15 South over Caterpillar Hill, past Eggemoggin Country Store to the STOP sign. Take a right, staying on Route 15 South (about a half mile), then bare right onto Herrick Road. Travel Herrick Road for 3/10 mile. Turn right onto Camp Lane. Travel straight until you come to our parking area. Please drive SLOWLY!
From Deer Isle: Go over the bridge and take the first paved road on your left, which is Herrick Road. Follow for 3/10 mile and turn right onto Camp Lane. Travel straight until you come to our parking area. Please drive SLOWLY!

Camper Code of Conduct

· All campers are expected to obey the directors and counselors. They are to listen to the directions given each day and follow them.

· Campers are to obey the rules of the waterfront. There will be no children allowed on the waterfront without supervision by staff.

· There will be no “horseplay” on the waterfront. This includes no pushing or shoving off the floats and docks. This also means a respect for fellow campers in the water.

· The canoes, rowboats, sailboats and windsurfers are to be treated with respect. The rules of boating will be clearly defined by the directors and counselors, and the campers must obey these rules.

· Archery rules will be strictly enforced and must be followed by the campers. 

· All campers must respect camp property. This means that camp supplies will stay at camp. All equipment will be treated carefully and put away at the end of the day. This includes boats, oars, paddles, lifejackets, playground balls, etc.

· Privacy at the changing rooms and toilets will be respected by all campers. 

· Appropriate language will be used at camp. This includes no swearing!

· All children will treat each other with respect and kindness. No name-calling, teasing or harassment will be tolerated.

· No knives, guns or weapons of any sort will be allowed at camp. No matches, lighters or explosives will be allowed.

· No cigarettes, illegal drugs, drug paraphernalia, alcohol, or any harmful substances are allowed.
